There is now a bill before the U.S. Senate that, as written, would effectively prohibit the distribution of promotional products to healthcare professionals. If the Physician Payments Sunshine Act, S. 301, passes in its current form, the economic cost to this industry will be staggering.

Our message is straightforward-please use this as a guide in contacting your representative:
Hi, my name is __________. I’m a voter from ____ (give your home town).
May I please speak to the staff person who handles healthcare issues? I would like to discuss why a small section of the Physician Payments Sunshine Act, S.301, will have a profound impact on me, my industry and tax revenues in our state.
The healthcare staff person may not be available to talk to you when you call. If so, continue your conversation with the receptionist.
This bill will require drug and medical supply manufacturers to report “transfers of ANY value" to physicians over $100 annually, which includes the types of promotional products my company makes as a form of advertising. The legislation doesn't include a reasonable minimum dollar exclusion (for example $25), so even if a logoed item like a pen, coffee mug, or legal pad has a value of less than say $25, it must be tracked to determine if the $100 annual reporting requirement is met. 
Without a reasonable minimum dollar exclusion (e.g., $25) these medical supply companies and drug companies, which are our customers, simply aren't going to order any more promotional products, in order to avoid the paperwork headache associated with tracking and reporting these items. 
 
That will put many people in my industry, including me, out of business and out of work!
Share your personal story. What will happen to your business if this bill becomes law? Will you lose sales? Will you have to lay off employees?
I urge the Senator to change the bill to read:
“The term ‘payment or other transfer of value’ means a transfer of anything of value that exceeds $25.”
By adding a reasonable reporting limit, promotional products will continue to be treated as a form of advertising—which is what they are.
Can I count on Senator _____ to support a reasonable reporting threshold that will protect my job, my industry and the livelihoods of so many other voters in this state?
