Healthcare may be in limbo in Washington, but Colorado just introduced a bill that is virtually identical to the proposed Physician Payments Sunshine Act (PPSA).  
This week, Colorado State Senator Morgan Carroll (D) introduced S.126, the Pharmaceutical Transparency Act. This act is modeled on the proposed Federal PPSA and would require drug and medical device manufacturers to report all “transfers of value” to medical professionals on an annual basis. Promotional products are included under this definition. 
The reality is that if every item must be reported, many companies will choose to give nothing of value rather than report on each item. We cannot allow that to happen. 
Additionally, this act would require drug and medical device manufacturers to publicly disclose whether or not they have adopted the code of interactions with healthcare professionals (code) adopted by the pharmaceuticals trade group known as Pharmaceutical Research and Manufacturers of America (PhRMA).
Carroll, along with House Representative Sal Pace (D), introduced a bill last year that would have prohibited pharmaceutical and medical device firms that participate in state health programs from offering any gifts to healthcare practitioners. Thanks to the efforts of many of you, that bill failed.
We’re looking to you again to make your voices heard and let your representatives know that you oppose this bill in its current form and that its passage would harm small businesses in Colorado.
